Itõs chock-

full of free offers and discounted 

Welcome to P.E.  By Coach Allan 

Welcome back to school!  Please be 

aware  of the following guidelines for 

Physical Education class:  

1. If your child needs to be excused 

from physical education activities, 

please write a note to me and have 

your child either bring it to me at 

the beginning of the day or when 

PE class begins.  You can also call 

me or email to have your child ex-

cused from the class.  

2. If a Doctor limits physical educa-

tion participation, please ask them 

to be specific as to the amount of 

the activity or what your child 

can/cannot do, as well as when 

they are able to again fully par-

ticipate in class.                                                          

3. For your childõs safety as well as 

the liability involved, your child 

will not be allowed to participate 

without proper footwear in physi-

cal education.  Proper footwear 

includes tennis -type/sneaker 

shoes, or  those with a flat bot-

tom (no heel) and the foot fully 

covered.  Crocks, sandals, dress 

shoes, boot -like shoes, and any 

heeled shoes are not appropriate 

types of footwear for physical 

education class.  Your child will not 

be able to participate in that dayõs 

activities if these type of shoes 

are worn.
